Topics as law for 

information about environment, legal liability of polluters or role of local self-

governments in environmental protection are going to be presented. After the course 

students should be able to identify key legal institutes related to the environmental 

protection and they should understand real meaning and importance of using legal 

instruments to protect environment in worldwide dimension.
